CONDITIONS OF MEMBERSHIP  2009

The Craythorne Golf Club
(Effective April 1st 2009)

1.   A member shall be deemed to be in full knowledge of the published Rules and the 
Constitution of The Craythorne Golf Club and agrees to abide by those Rules.

2.   It is the members responsibility  to have signed and agreed ;
a)  the Health & Safety statement issued by Peach Leisure Ltd 
b)  the Terms & Conditions of use of the loyalty card.
     These are currently held in the professional’s shop. 

3.   A member wishing to resign must always communicate this in writing to the 
management of Peach Leisure Ltd.

4.    Should a member take up the facility for extended payment of any class of the golf 
subscription, they agree to pay the full monthly amounts for all the playing season.

5.   If a member defaults on payments of fees or invoice, any associated costs incurred 
regarding collection of such monies will be passed onto the member. Notice is hereby 
given that any debt may be passed to a third party for collection

6.    A member who has joined the Club, and not paid an entrance fee, must sign the 
promissory note issued by Peach Leisure Ltd. It is condition of membership that this 
agreement is paid in full should the term of waiver not be ful•lled. 

7.    A member must acquaint themselves with the conditions of use of the loyalty card as 
published.

8.   A member must abide by the decision of the Disciplinary Committee.

THE CRAYTHORNE GOLF CLUB
(Effective April 1st 2009)

RULES

1.   The Club is a Proprietary Club and control and management of the Club is vested in 
the Peach Leisure Ltd. (hereafter called the Management) and their delegated staff.

2.   A Member of the Club in good standing (and any Guest of a Member admitted and 
paid for in accordance with these Rules) shall be entitled to use the Golf Course and 
changing facilities, subject to compliance with these Rules. All members shall abide 
by the Condition of Membership and the Constitution of the Club.

3.   Handicaps will be maintained in accordance with Royal and Ancient Regulations 
and CONGU.  Competitions. Promotions and golf •xtures with other Clubs shall be 
organised by the Section Committees, in conjunction with the Management, the 
Handicaps & Competitions Committee and the Professional.

44.   Initial Membership of the Club shall expire on the 31st March next following acceptance 
of Membership by the Proprietors and/or their delegated Manager.  The Membership 
subscription •xed for the time being by the Proprie tors and/or their delegated Manager, 



shall be paid in advance by the Member as a condition of the renewal of Membership on 
an annual basis from the 1st April in each year, though the Management shall be under 
no obligation to effect such renewal.  The subscription payable by a Member, in addition 
to the joining fee as a condition of initial acceptance of Membership, shall be the then 
annual subscription reduced by one twelfth for each calendar month which has elapsed 
since the 1st July at the date of acceptance of the application. Should a Member pay 
for their subscription on a deferred payment scheme, then the yearly total is always 
due. Membership shall be immediately suspended should the payment schedule be in 
arrears and outstanding de•cit is to be paid immediately upon demand.

5.   If any member terminates his or her Membership before it would normally expire, 
a refund of subscription shall be at the sole discretion of the Management and will 
only be made in exceptional circumstances. This termination of Membership must be 
made in writing. This also appertains in the untimely death of a Member.

6.  Any Member aged 21 or over may admit up to three guests, at any one time, to play 
the Course upon payment of the published Guest rate. Guests are admitted to the 
Club on condition that they observe the Membership Rules applicable to Members 
and it shall be the admitting Member’s responsibility to ensure that the appropriate 
Green Fee is paid BEFORE commencement of play. A Full Member is entitled to 
bring 20 guests per annum. Any other class of Member is entitled to bring 12 Guests 
per annum. No one person is allowed to play the Course at the Visiting Guest rate 
more than 4 times in any one year unless agreed with the Management. The Guest 
rate will not apply during Society, Corporate or Open meetings unless agreed by the 
Management.

Winter rates will be published by the Management and guest allocations will be shown.

A written record will be kept in the Shop. Members are reminded that the Professional 
and his staff have full authority to regulate this Rule.

7.   Members, and their Guests using the Club, should dress in a manner suitable to 
the playing of golf or to the use of the Club facilities, as the case may be and in 
accordance with the Dress Regulations displayed. All playing members and guests 
shall wear spikeless studded shoes as directed during the period 1st April to 30th 
October unless directed by notice from the Management. During the winter all play is 
off plastic mats through the green unless directed by the Management otherwise.

8.   Members and their Guests shall comply with any directions given by the Managing 
Director and his senior staff.

9.   The Management and/or their delegated Manager accept no liability for any accident, 
injury or misadventure, or any loss or damage to the property of Members or their 
Guests, save where caused by the negligence of the Management.

10.  All Members and Guests using the Golf Course shall comply at all times with the 
Rules of Golf and any dispute as to the interpretation of those Rules should be 
referred forthwith to the Handicap & Rules Committee, in writing, prior to passing it 
onto the Management for arbitration if required.

11.   The Management reserve the right to amend and add to these Rules, and any such 
alteration or addition shall be brought to the notice of the Members by display in the 



Locker rooms. It is a condition of Membership of the Club that Members comply with 
these Rules and any alteration or addition thereto.

12.   The Management reserve the right to terminate the Membership of any Member at 
any time without notice and in particular (but without prejudice to the generality of 
the foregoing power). Membership will be withdrawn immediately from any Member 
who misuses the Course or Club facilities or acts in a way prejudicial to the use 
or enjoyment of the Course or Facilities by any other Member.   In the event of 
Membership being terminated by the Management, the Member concerned will 
receive a refund of his or her subscription, equal to half the balance of the months 
remaining from termination.

13.   Members must produce their membership card upon request by the Management 
and/or their staff.  Members must display their current Membership badge on their 
playing bag.

14.   As a Condition of  Membership it is deemed that all Members are in agreement 
with the Terms and Conditions (displayed on the notice board and available in 
the Administration of•ce) of use of the loyalty card. The discounts on offer will be 
as advertised but will apply to both the restaurant and bar. This discount does 
not apply on promotional meals or during the period December 1st to December 
31st. Members wishing to use this facility must produce their loyalty card at time 
of payment. Staff have been told not to allow the discount if this simple request is 
ignored.

General Information

Membership

The Craythorne is an 18 hole golf course. 
Thursdays are set aside as a 9 hole course only.

The following are the main classes of Membership available: -

Full Men & Ladies -  No restriction on play unless otherwise stated by the Management. 
A loyalty card is provided.

Intermediate Plus  -  Members who are between the ages of 25-35 as at 1st April 2009. 
A loyalty card is provided. The median point of the year is from 
April 1st.

Intermediate  -  Members who are between the ages of 18-25 as at 1st April 2009. 
A loyalty card is provided. The median point of the year is from 
April 1st.

Junior  -  Members who are between the ages of 10-17.  Play restricted 
before 11 a.m. Saturdays and Sundays.If a handicap of 28 
for males and 36 for females or better is achieved, then 
main competions entry is allowed, provided a  Full Member 
accompanies.

International  -  Members must be permanently resident outside a radius of 40 
miles from the Course (Competition play restricted) or live abroad 
for a period of not less than 5 months a year.



Gold Membership  - Membership is based upon start of play allowed only between the 
hours of 10.00 am and 4 pm Monday to Friday. All tee times should be booked prior to 
play in the professional’s shop or, if available, on the internet link provided. A loyalty card 
is given. All Rules of the Club apply to this class of membership excepting no CONGU 
handicap can be obtained unless two qualifying competitions are played each year. A fee 
of £7.50 green fee is applicable for each competition played and the competition entry 
fee. No Bank Holiday play is allowed.

9 Hole Membership  - Membership is based upon one round of 9 holes per day only. 
All tee times should be booked prior to play in the professional’s shop or, if available, 
on the internet link provided. A loyalty card is given. All Rules of the Club apply to this 
class of membership and a CONGU handicap can be obtained provided two qualifying 
competitions are played each year. A notice will be given prior to play as to what holes 
are available. Thursdays are set aside as a 9 hole course only. No Bank holiday play is 
allowed.

Social Membership  - Full voting rights. Membership is only allowed if 5 conconcurrent 
years of membership have been completed prior to application.  A Loyalty card is 
provided. 3 rounds of golf at guest rate are allowed p.a.

Over 70’s, Over 80’s and Craythorne and Colts (under 10’s) are other membership 
classi•cations available.

Applicants for Membership will be interviewed and will require the support of a Proposer 
and Seconder who are Members of the Club or the acceptance of the Management.

Communications
Every Member must inform the Administrative Management of any change of address, 
telephone number  or e-mail address and all notices posted to such address shall be 
considered as having been duly delivered.

Course Closure
In the event of inclement weather - It is the stated intention of the Management never to 
close the course unless necessary to maintain the condition of the course. The Course 
closure is at the discretion of the Management, the Course Manager and lastly the 
Professional. Unless advised otherwise, mats are compulsory from November 1st to 
March 31st each year and transgressors will have their Membership suspended for one 
month. 

Ladies Day
The •rst tee is normally reserved from 9.15 a.m. to 10.30 a.m. on the Tuesday of each 
week.  Any alteration to this reservation will be displayed on the main notice board. 
However, if there are spaces on the tee start sheet, Gentlemen are allowed to play 
during these times.

Priority on the Course
The Captain’s shall have priority on the Course at all times and shall have precedence 
and be entitled to pass any other kind of match excepting players taking part in any 
competition or match organised by the Club.

Slow Play
This is the cause of most frustration and annoyance to following players.



The Management will monitor slow play throughout the playing year, particularly in 
Competitions. The Management or Course Manager will warn consistent transgressors 
verbally. Continued slow play will result in a written warning which, in the severest case, 
could lead to suspension of Membership.

PLEASE  NOTE  - :   Guideline playing time 18 holes for 3 players, maximum   3 ¾ Hours

It is essential that all players: -

a.  Maintain their place on the course by keeping up with the match in front. 

b.  Do not have an excessive number of practice swings.

c.  Move at a reasonable speed between strokes.

d.   Leave their clubs and trolley at the side of the green nearest to the next tee in order 
to move quickly away.

e.  Do not mark scorecards on or near the greens.

f.   Single Players have no priority on the Course and should wave through other 
groupings if play is held  up. Two ball pairing have priority over Three or Four ball 
players. 

Dogs
Under no circumstances shall dogs be allowed in the public house, locker rooms or on 
the course.

Children
For safety reasons children, under the age of 10, unless playing Members, must not be 
brought on to the course nor are they permitted to use the putting green. This applies to 
the driving range where unaccompanied children below the age of 10 are not allowed.

Balcony
The Balcony area is open to Members and their signed in Guests but for restricted 
hours only.  No metal spiked golf shoes are allowed in this area. The area is open to 
Members and their signed in guests at the weekend and on Bank holidays, unless there 
is a pre-arranged function. All Members will vacate the Balcony upon request by the 
Management.

Insurance
Members are insured for Member to Member liability as a term of membership. However, 
all Members are strongly advised to take out their own insurance for purposes of ful•lling 
their payment contract for Membership fees should illness arise and equipment. Peach 
Leisure Ltd will not give rebates on membership fees for illness.

Notices
No notice, paper or poster, written or printed, shall be displayed in or about The 
Craythorne’s premises without the permission of the Administrative Management.

Competitions Advice
All qualifying competitions are played under CONGU rules. Score cards will be issued 
between 7.15 a.m. and 5.00 p.m. on the day of the competition, dependant upon the 
time of year, with the exception of the Early Bird.  Stroke play competitions must be 



played in threes whenever possible.  9 Hole qualifying competitions will be held on 
selected Thursdays and Ladies Tuesdays. Three players have priority on the tee when 
starting in stroke play competitions.  All scorecards, including ‘no returns’, must be 
returned for Handicap adjustment.  All players must enter their card into the computer 
provided. Persistent failure to do so will be reported to the Handicaps & Competition 
Committee, who will take action. Failure to return a scorecard will result in the Member 
being banned from two qualifying competitions.   The H & C Committee will name the 
two competitions and duly advise the Member by letter. Members should note that 
it is an EGU rule that a least three qualifying competitions should be played in each 
year prior, to allow continuance of  a relevant CONGU handicap and for entry to The 
Craythorne major competitions list.

Practice
Practice, which is de•ned as the playing of more than one ball from the same area, 
is permitted on the course as long as no other players are inconvienienced.   A single 
player may play only one ball if there are any players within one hole.

The practice area is for the use of Craythorne Members or fully paid green fee users. All 
transgressors will be charged £10 per hour. Chipping to the practice putting green is not 
allowed. Golf shoes must be worn at all times whilst on the practice putting green

Locker Rooms
The lockers are provided on a yearly or daily rate except by arrangement with the 
Proprietor. All lockers can be inspected daily. A master key will be held in The Craythorne 
professional’s shop. Clubs and clothing must not be left overnight outside lockers in the 
locker room.   Such items will be regarded as abandoned and will be removed, retained 
for one month and then disposed of.   It is advisable not to leave cash and valuables in 
the locker rooms except in the lockers provided. The Management accept no liability for 
articles left unguarded on the premises.

Security
The locker room areas have had a security system installed to protect Members and 
Guests property. The key code will be retained behind the bar and the Professionals 
shop. Members are advised to check for the monthly change in the code number.   
Members are requested to ensure the door security system is kept in operation at all 
times and not to allow the doors to be left open. CCTV is also in operation for safety and 
security around the site and records kept for a period of 40 days.

Dress Regulations
The wearing of non gol•ng attire is strictly prohibited. Soft spike golf shoes are 
mandatory from April 1st to October 31st or as posted due to ground conditions. A full list 
of suitable attire is posted on Notice Boards and given to green fee payers. We are sorry 
to inform that transgressors will be ejected from the course.

Car Park
Subject to Rule 9. Cars are parked in the Car Park entirely at the risk of their owners. It 
is advised that valuables are not left on show with vehicles. Members are requested to 
park in the Members car park provided. Members are also reminded of Rule 7.

Cheques & Loyalty card
Cheques cashed at the bar may not exceed £50.00 (•fty pounds) 



and must be supported by a current, relevant cheque card. A £0.50p charge will be 
made for each transaction and cheque amount transfer to the loyalty card.

Complaints regarding Employees
No Member shall admonish or reprimand any employee of “The Craythorne”. Complaints 
about staff should be made in writing to the Management, who shall require such a 
complaint in writing.

Suggestions & Complaints
Suggestions and Complaints should be made in writing to the relevant Ladies or 
Gentlemen’s Committee. These will be discussed and if felt appropriate will be forwarded 
to the Liaison Committee for the attention of the Management. Alternatively, suggestions 
should be written in the book provided in the bar area.

Visitors

a)    All visitors must sign the Visitors’ book in The Craythorne professional’s shop, pay 
the Green Fees due and obtain a ticket BEFORE commencing play.

b)  The ticket must be produced if requested by the Management staff.

c)  The standard of dress must comply with Member’s Dress Rules.    (Rule 7)

d)   Visitors not playing with a Member must produce evidence of Membership of a 
recognised golf entity.

Cheque 
transfers have to be a minimum of £25 and will attract a 50p deduction for 
administration.
